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The Center for Research and Study of Aging, at the University of
Haifa, is one of the leading research institutes in Israel and interna-
tionally in the field of social gerontology.

The main issue concerning the links between research and
policy is what are the most fruitful avenues to accomplish the task?

The Center aims to meet this challenge of linking academic
research and public policy, by advancing the study of processes
and contexts of policy development and policy evaluation. The
Center conducts and promotes applied research, provides high
quality research training and develops unique educational pro-
grams that impact public policy decisions, and facilitates resource
allocations in service-provision for the elderly.

The research and training undertaken by the Center is intended
for several target audiences: the academic community in the fields
of gerontology and geriatrics, health and the family; policymakers
and administrators; professional service practitioners; community
action groups, and students in the field of aging.

Such a complex and challenging endeavor requires the
collaboration of several professions. Thus, the staff of the Center
includes gerontologists, sociologists, family researchers, physi-
cians, social workers, researchers with expertise in health and ag-
ing as well as law and aging.

The work of the Center is interdisciplinary, and it delivers an
expert consultancy service to agencies and organizations in the
aging field. When needed, we collaborate with other research cen-
ters in Israel like the Herczeg Institute. Also, close collaborative
work exists with researchers from the Faculty of Medicine at the
Technion.

As the head of the Center I and most staff members are active
and involved on the local, national and international levels in roles
that impact knowledge development and public policy.

The chair of our board of directors is Prof. Yitzchak Brick, the
general director of ESHEL — The Association for Planning and
Development of Services for the Aged in Israel); he is one of the
leaders in policy development in Israel and is the immediate-past
President of the International Federation of Aging.

Due to the diversity of our activities in policy and evaluation,
we are approached and funded to conduct studies on relevant pol-
icy issues; and through our research and educational programs, we
have an impact on policy and service developments.

For research data to be used effectively in the policy,
development policy- makers should have information about needs:
what services should be provided? What action is to be taken? To
whom, at what level, how and by whom should such services be
delivered? Our aim is to provide answers to some of these issues.

An example is provided in the area of elder abuse. In 1989, the
Law for the Defense of the Helpless was enacted, which mandates
reporting of child and elder abuse. Center staff had been involved
in the deliberations concerning the law.

No database exists in Israel on the topic; the Center is the
pioneer in this area. Several studies like the First National Preva-
lence Study had been conducted, funded by ESHEL and the Na-
tional Insurance Institute, to learn about the scope of the problem,
to identify characteristics of abused and abusers, and to develop a
profile of populations at risks as well as to understand the phe-
nomenology of this social issue.

Dear faculty members, students and practitioners,

The 2007 newsletter reflects the abundance of
research and teaching activities taking place in the geron-
tology department at the University of Haifa, and the
academic excellence to which we aspire.

The present newsletter also shows the ongoing
process of growth of the department and its activities
since its establishment ten years ago. Recent years have
been characterized by an increase in the number of stu-
dents, more especially in the number of applicants for the
program. These trends attest to the increasing awareness
of the need for specialists in gerontology in Israeli soci-
ety. As a part of this awareness, home nursing compa-
nies now offer professional positions to graduates in ger-
ontology studies. A master's degree in these studies like-
wise translates into a higher salary for female and male
nurses, social workers, and dieticians. In addition, the
Ministry of Welfare now recognizes the policy and man-
agement specialization for directors' of homes for the
elderly positions.

This year two specializations have been opened
in the department: in policy and management, and in
treatment of elder people and their families. These spe-
cializations are intended to meet the growing need of
students to specialize in specific areas of knowledge.
This change will also promote development, and deepen
research and knowledge in these areas.

In both specializations the students will be en-
gaged in a practice program in services and organizations
for elder people. This is an opportunity to get acquainted
with the field and integrate the theoretical knowledge
with practical experience. Prof. Itzhak Brik, the aca-
demic director of the practice course, and Mrs. Miri
Yavin, the coordinator, are responsible for this most
positive and educating experience. I want to thank them
and to thank the field supervisors for their extreme dedi-
cation in this work.

This is likewise an opportunity to thank to the admini-
stration and the faculty for their excellent work, personal
investment, and great responsibility, which are so promi-
nent in their work.
